1.  Family Fun Fair – Linda Lynch

It will take place 10am-2pm on Saturday, February 6th with the same format as last year.  Linda is looking for go-to people to manage each area.  Donation letters are going out to businesses and the Oriental Trading Post Order is being done.

New this year will be Maggie Sunday’s selling her own ice cream for $$ and will be giving the PTA a percentage.  Another change this year, every child will get a participation prize at a game, and the tokens will only go to the winners.  The crafts will be pre-packaged kits, and can be  purchased with a ticket.  There will be a membership drive going on at the ticket table.

Online and paper volunteer signups are coming.

2. Science Fair  - Julie O’Neill

The Survival Guide is on the web.  We will be selling T-shirts again this year with a new logo, and the same early bird purchase incentive.  T-shirts will also be on sale at the Star Party and Science Fair.  Last year’s T-shirts will also be available for purchase at a discounted rate.

There was a discussion about if more boards will be needed.  With the projected numbers of entries looking high, it was decided that additional boxes of student and teacher boards will be ordered, extras to be stored away for next year.

The Star Party will be held at Cashman School.  There will be two event, North Shore Amateur Astronomers with presentation and telescopes set up outside for star and planet viewing.  The MOS will also be there with its StarLab.  They will run 2-3 sessions, but can only accommodate 25 people per session.  It was decided that there will be online signups for the two StarLab presentations.  Gail and Julie will coordinate the online signups.

It was decided that there will only be one pickup night of the display boards.  It will be at Cashman on Februrary 5th from 5:30-7pm to coincide with setup for the Family Fun Fair.  Alternate arrangements will be made via email directly to Julie.  Also, we will store the leftover display boards at the Family Fun Fair, and do pickups through prior arrangement.
Drop In Activities are being planned.  This year, we did not book Curious Creatures.  Mr. and Mrs. Fish will be back with a new presentation on science fair day.

There is a particular need for a volunteer to run the food booth the day of the science fair.  Paper and online signups will happen soon.
